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1. Overall Description:

SA 2 are grateful for the speed with which the stage 3 CRs for the Early UE feature were prepared. 

As part of the completion of the work on the “Early UE” feature, SA 2 have briefly reviewed these stage 3 CRs and have noted some issues which might benefit from further work. 

The list given below is not intended to be exhaustive. As the lead working group for this feature, SA 2 would be pleased to see these and associated topics tidied up.

2. Actions:

To CN 1

SA 2 invite CN 1 to consider the following points: 

a) the CR to 23.009 presumes that UESBI is not transferred on the A interface. CN 1 should monitor the final decisions from GERAN.

b) the 23.009 definition of UESBI-Iu is different to that is TS 23.195. 

c) in 29.018, the current text prevents the MSC using the BSSMAP Cipher Mode Command to retrieve the IMEISV from the mobile in the case that the IMEISV was not received from the SGSN

To CN 4 

SA 2 invite CN 4 to consider the following points: 

a) the CR to 29.060 uses the undefined terminology “Early UE feature”. An alternative might be “PUESBINE” with a reference to TS 23.195.

b) the CRs to both 29.010 and 29.002 refer to UESBI. However UESBI = “UESBI-Iu plus UESBI-Uu”, and, the parameters in these CRs do not carry UESBI-Uu. Hence updating UESBI to UESBI-Iu seems to be appropriate.

c) An additional CR to 29.010 seems to be needed to add the mapping from the new RANAP Relocation Failure cause value to the BSSMAP cause value.

To SA 1 

The WID for the Early UE Feature identifies a small change being needed to 22.016. SA 2 would appreciate if SA 1 could consider whether or not such a change is needed.
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
