Summary

· TS 23.234 has been cleaned-up to a large extent. Some informative annexes have been removed but the drafting was wondering whether all informative annexes should be removed from the TS or not, before sending the TS for approval. 

· End to end tunneling option has been included in the main body of the TS.

· SMS over WLAN. Some mechanisms have been presented, and though there were no agreements on the detailed procedures, there was a general agreement in the drafting session that we should define a mechanism for SMS delivery over IP, based on pre established tunnels. It was also decided that we should discuss in the plenary regarding awhether TS 23.234 would include the description of SMS over IP, or whether the specification of such mechanism should be described in an other specification.

· A reply LS to SA1 LS on SMS over WLAN has been agreed

· IMS over WLAN : we agreed to include some IMS related functional features in the PDG functional description. However the same documentation and responsibility issue as SMS over WLAN were raised.

· APN resolution has been discussed, and the two proposals have been included in the annex for information. This is expected to be solved at the next meeting.

· Some aspects of WLAN Access Network Selection and PLMN Selection has been clarified. Some optimization of the procedure (using the Roaming NAI in the initial NAI) has been discussed but no resolutions were made to include this feature in the TS at this stage. A one week email discussion starting lead by Huawei will start the 22nd September.

· TS 23.234 v1.14.0 is proposed to be sent for approval at the next TSG-SA

· Many online editorial changes were made in order to make the process faster. Therefore some changes cannot be found in the agreed documents.

Main topics

SMS over WLAN

S2-032962 

This document presents mechanisms to deliver SMS over WLAN. Mechanism number 3 proposes an SMS over WLAN mechanism which relies on an SMS proxy. It can be seen as an SMS over IP based solution.
A solution for SMS over IP based on pre-established tunnels is a favorable option for the drafting session. 

The issue should be raised in the plenary as to whether it is our mandate to include the mechanism in 23.234 or whether it should be covered by other specifications.

IMS over WLAN

S2-033178

This document proposes to include functionality related to the support of IMS over WLAN in the PDG as well as related interface. There was a discussion as to whether this interface was the Go interface as being studied within the IMS commonality work item. Since we could not conclude on this issue, the agreement was to define what functionality should be supported without referring to the Go.

APN discussion

S2-032930
This document analyses two options for the APN resolution. Most of the issues discuss relate to the policy enforcement and identification of the user in the WAG, prior to tunnel establishment. Some operators had some concerns that unauthorised packets should not be sent to the PDG. It was commented that, in order to enforce packets to the WAG, there is a need to support mechanisms in the WLAN to do that, e.g. VLAN or site to site tunneling.

The DNS issue was raised as well. It was discussed whether the UE needs to get an IP address from the VPLMN in order to use a more secured DNS system for the APN resolution.

WLAN access network selection optimization.

S2-032964
This document proposes to allow the initial NAI to be the roaming NAI in the case the UE wants to shorten the PLMN selection procedure. There were some concerns that this might have impact on the PLMN selection behaviour of the WLAN UE which may not be in line with the stage 1 requirements. Some more understanding was needed and an email discussion starting 22nd September is planned to elaborate further on this issue.
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
