Justification

The service-based local policy control provides a way for the Policy Decision Function (PDF) to control the reservation of access network resources through dynamic policies over the Go interface. Additionally, the Gq interface allows different Application Functions (e.g. the P-CSCF of IMS) to provide service-specific policy set-up information to the PDF. Such an architecture provides standardized means for operators to control their bearer resources as per service-based resource utilization demands.

Taking such an architecture further, it becomes apparent that aspects other than service-specific parameters may also play a role in a resource reservation policy decision the PDF takes:

· Operators may wish to differentiate their users wrt QoS allocated for a particular service. 

· It may be beneficial to use PDF for policing data traffic where there is no information received via the Gq interface wrt resource utilization demands of the service. Non-session based services would fall under this category.
Consequently, this work item studies other aspects of policy control beyond service-based policy. E.g. the usage of policy control for both session-based and non-session-based services, and feasibility of applying subscription-based QoS policies are to be studied.

4

Objective

The objective of this work is to study the feasibility of applying policy control for a wide variety of services not covered by the existing policy control architecture. This includes both session-based services that are not covered by the capabilites of the Gq interface, and non-session-based services. 

Further aspects beyond service-based policies are intended to be studied, e.g the applicability and possible architectures for using subscription-based QoS information.
