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1. Overall Description:

3GPP SA2 has been discussed the introducton of the GIS (geography information system). The GIS server translates the gained location estimate, expressed in X, Y coordinates as defined in 23.032 or coordinates of a local reference system into maps, as requested by applications. This GIS has been seen as a service improvement which may be shared for different applications. Depending on the business model choosen between the operator and service provider, the GIS may be connected to the V- or R-GMLC.

This configuration is indicated in the attached CR and requires connections between the LCS client and the GIS. These connection may be regarded as a kind of tunnel in which the required map requests and results are to be exchanged. However, the content of this tunnel is strongly related to the applications and thus outside the scope of 3GPP SA2.

It should be noted, that the attached CR was noted but not agreed in SA2.

Due to the relation of the GIS to application, SA2 wants to clarify the necessary responsibilities.

SA2 therefore proposes the following proceeding and asks OMA on support: SA2 is responsible to describe the architecture (stage 2) and the usage of the tunnel (not the content). The content of the tunnel (protocol) might be provided by other groups.

2. Actions:

Will OMA location group will be able to do the required changes for the Le and Lr interface and introduce the new Li interface with in the Rel-6 timeframe
