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1. Overall Description:

At their previous meeting, SA 2 agreed to send the draft WID in S2-032719 to TSG SA for approval. This WID covers the “Architectural Impacts of Speech Enabled Services on the CS, PS and IMS domains”.

At their current meeting, S2-033087 was presented. This document contains some ideas on (a) how speech recognition performance might be improved and (b) indicates some network signalling schemes that might be used to facilitate these improvements.

Neither SA2 nor the authors of S2-033087 claim to be speech recognition experts, and, we recognise that SA 4 have responsibility for speech aspects. However, SA 2 believe that the signalling techniques (or their logical extensions) described in S2-033087 might open up opportunities to permit the improvement of speech recognition techniques.

SA 2 kindly request that SA 4 discuss the ideas raised by S2-033087 and provide feedback to SA 2 on these and other ideas for the improvement of CS domain speech recognition performance.  Hopefully, this will enable SA 2 to start the work to enhance the network signalling mechanisms to permit control of these features.
