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1. Introduction

The current TS has a long list of annexes and most of them were created when the tunnelling option was open to debate. For the stable and comprehensible TS, it is necessary to remove the obsolete annexes. 
2. Proposed change to the TS

· Annex A: It maintains their value as an informative one. Keep it and/or revise it if necessary.

· Annex B: It maintains their value as an informative one. Keep it
· Annex C: The related issue is dealt in the main body of the TS (e.g. 5.4 Network advertisement and selection). Delete it.

· Annex D: Tunnelling option has been determined and it makes this annex out-dated. Delete it.
· Annex E: The section for ‘IP address allocation for the WLAN UE’ covers the issue (S2-302958). In addition, there can be another way for routing enforcement. Also, it is possible to use a different kind of site-to-site tunnel expect one described in the annex. Delete it.

· Annex F: Annex F.1 shall be in the main body of the TS. Deleting or keeping annex F.2 is open to debate.
