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1. Overall Description:

SA2 thanks SA1 for their liaison statement on SMS/MMS interworking over WLAN contained in S1-030967 (S2-032817).

SA2 would like to point out that this appears to be a change from the previous requirement (S1-030535) where SA1 stated that they “would like to see SMS messages being sent to the user via either MMS, IMS messaging or Web based applications.”

SA2 would like to clarify that our understanding of the requirements are now:

1. for users who have an existing GSM/UMTS connection, an SMS message should be delivered in the normal manner

2. for users connected only by WLAN, the SMS should be delivered to the WLAN terminal independently of whether the terminal has an MMS or IMS capability

As such, SA2 will work with T2 to develop an architecture for SMS delivery to WLAN and will let SA1 know the outcome of work and any issues surrounding interoperability or the impact to user experience.
