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Meeting report for the LCS session in SA2#35

29th October 2003

1. Opening of the LCS drafting session

The chairman opened the LCS session in the Lotus meeting room in Hotel Marriot, Bangkok.


2. Approval of the agenda
The proposed agenda in tdoc S2-033464 was revised and agreed as shown in tdoc S2-033473.

3. Call for IPRs

	The attention of the members of this Working Group is drawn to the fact that 3GPP Individual Members have the obligation under the IPR Policies of their respective Organizational Partners to inform their respective Organizational Partners of Essential IPRs they become aware of. 

The members take note that they are hereby invited:

· to investigate in their company whether their company does own IPRs which are, or are likely to become Essential in respect of the work of the Technical Specification Group.

· to notify the Director-General, or the Chairman of their respective Organizational Partners, of all potential IPRs that their company may own, by means of the IPR Statement and the Licensing declaration forms.


4. Introduction of participants

The participants introduced themselves and are listed in Annex 1.


5. Allocation of contributions to agenda items 

The allocation of contributions to agenda items was confirmed as shown in S2-033473. The list of tdocs handled in the LCS session is in S2-033465.

6. LCS documents That were handled in SA2 plenary

7. Incoming LS on LCS issues

S2-033324 R2-032264, LS on Reporting of attempted UE positioning methods over Iu,

The question about reporting unsuccessful positioning attempts could not be answered in SA2 LCS drafting session. It was assumed that T1P1 would raise the issue if they think it is needed. 
3324 was Noted.

S2-033330 R3-031254, Liaison on “Introduction of Positioning Methods over Iu”, 

RAN3 is asking GERAN to explain the history behind why also the unsuccessful positioning attempts are reported. This is also related to 3324 above. Hopefully Geran will be able to inform us about the reasoning behind reporting the unsuccessful attempts in their response LS. Probably there is no need to change 23.271 anyhow. 3330 was Noted.

S2-033340 GSMA SerG Doc 199_03 Rev 2, Liaison Statement to OMA on A-GPS over IP

Lucent commented that Assistance LMU could be used to generate the assistance data. The GPS receiver would benefit from knowing its rough location and this could be delivered from the mobile network. In this way the privacy settings and the check in the home network would become involved. 

Vodafone commented that the standardized overlay solution will have some architectural impact that may affect the 3GPP LCS specifications. The issue described in the LS was seen to be mainly for OMA Location and 3340 was Noted.

8. Change requests to 23.271

S2-033542 Huawei, China Mobile, Additional privacy check in defered location request cancellation procedure, 23.271, 213, F, 6.5.0

When the H-GMLC knows that the UE’s privacy profile has been changed, the H-GMLC should perform privacy checks on any outstanding LDRs for the target UE with the updated privacy profile, and based on the results, the H-GMLC shall determine which of the outstanding LDRs should be cancelled. The category of the CR should be F. 3542 was revised in 3468, which was Agreed. 

S2-033543 Huawei, China Mobile, Clarifications on start time and stop time, 23.271, 214, C, 6.5.0
It was noted that the current Lr description in clause 5.6.1 does not include the ‘start time’ and ‘stop time’, which should be indicated to the mobile, but for the Area event only. Normally the R-GMLC shall handle the start time and stop time of the deferred location requests. 
3543 was revised in 3470, which was Agreed.
S2-033547 Huawei, China Mobile, H-GMLC additional handling in Change of Area Event LDR procedure, 23.271, 218, B, 6.5.0

According to this solution the H-GMLC requests the cell list from the so called Target GMLCs of all operators that cover the target area. H-GMLC can therefore send all cell lists to the mobile, even before the mobile has entered any of the networks. The additional requirement is that the UE should keep the cell lists for all networks that cover the target area in memory. 

It is, however, illegal in some countries to distribute the cell identities, so this solution is not possible in some countries. It would be possible for an operator to get the cell lists from the operators of other countries in a propriatary way, e.g. in the same way as for the SIM ToolKit solution to support the area event. 
There was support for the concept but more consideration was seen needed. 3547 was Noted.

S2-033551 Vodafone, Introduction of LCS QoS Class, 23.271, 186r2, B, 6.5.0

The CR introduces a new concept of QoS Classes to LCS – Best Effort (i.e. allow location estimate of lower accuracy or longer response time) and Assured (do not allow location estimate of lower accuracy or longer response time).
If a location estimate obtained does not fulfil the other QoS requirements, it should be returned with an appropriate indication that the requested QoS was not met.
3551 was revised in 3466, which was Agreed.

The QoS handling of location services in RAN and GERAN should be aligned and Vodafone is planning to provide such contributions to the relevant WGs.
S2-033582 Nokia, Roaming support for the area event, 23.271, 219, F, 6.5.0

The CR was discussed at length. The H-GMLC handling of the multiple area events should be further described. It should be investigated if there are some other possible ways to improve the solution. 3582 was Not Agreed. 

S2-033583 Nokia, Correction of UE available event, 23.271, 220, F, 6.5.0 

It was decided that the R-GMLC address should not be sent to V-GMLC, nor to MSC/SGSN. This decision affects also the area event, so 3583 was revised accordingly. The new version in 3469 should be presented for approval in SA2.

S2-033619 China Mobile, Huawei, Siemens, A new interface between GMLC and GIS, 23.271, 222, B, 6.5.0

This issue had been discussed also in SA1 29 October and, according to an inofficial report by Siemens, SA1 had found this to be a useful feature but SA1 wanted to exclude any architectural considerations from SA1. It was also reported that the SA1 LCS session agreed a revised version of the corresponding stage 1 CR in S1-031147. Up to now there is no answer from OMA Location on the issue. The R/H -GMLCs should seek to find out which is the most appropriate GMLC and GIS to be used. Also roaming scenarios should be supported. The CR seeks to describe the parts that are relevant for the mobile network, not the general GIS aspects. The CR should be changed to show how to handle GIS in the main signaling flow in clause 9.1.1. A revised version is planned for the next meeting, when hopefully also the LS from SA1 and OMA are available. 3619 was Noted.
S2-033651 Nortel Networks, AWS, T-Mobile USA, Addition of cell ID, 23.271, 226, B, 6.5.0

3651 was not handled in the LCS session, since nobody from the contributing companies participated. There was, however, a discussion around the cell id in relation with tdoc 3547, see above, which impacts also on 3651, because in some countries it is not allowed to disclose the cell id. 3651 was therefore revised offline and the new version in 3472 is proposed to be presented for approval in SA2 plenary, if time allows.

S2-033677 Ericsson, Addition of V-GMLC address to the RESTORE DATA message and clarification of the format of V-GMLC address., 23.271, 227, F, 6.5.0

Vodafone commented that the MAP RESTORE DATA should not be used in the way proposed in the CR. You have to do a location update anyhow. 3677 was Not Agreed. Hopefully an agreeable version can be elaborated for the next meeting.

S2-033714 Siemens, H-GMLC for last known location, 23.271, 223r1, F, 6.5.0

3714 is the revised version of 3620 in accordance with the discussions in plenary. The H-GMLC should be the only GMLC, which stores the last known location information in roaming cases.
The new note in 3714 should be deleted because it contradicts the signaling description in clause 9.1.1. 3714 was further revised in 3467, which was Agreed.

S2-033663 Lucent, Emergency PDP Attach to trigger PS NI Location

3663 was a late contribution, which was made available only during the week and the LCS session ran out of time. 3663 was therefore Not Handled, but may be resubmitted to the next meeting.

9. Outgoing LS on LCS issues

S2-033712 Lucent, Draft reply to EMTEL EM04td014r2 and Comments on ETSI SR 002 180
Lucent presented the draft LS to ETSI EMTEL. It was seen that the current LCS stage 2 specification 23.271 is applicable for the emergency service as described by ETSI EMTEL, but some changes or additions may be needed. It was also seen important that TISPAN should base their work on the most recent version of the OMA-LIF-MLP. There was some uncertainty should the LS be sent also to TISPAN. 3712 was revised in 3471, which is to be presented for approval in SA2.

S2-033713 Huawei, Proposed LS about the LDR reference number 

The CRs in 3544, 3545 and 3546 proposed a modification on the usage of the LDR reference number. These 3 documents were noted in SA2 plenary and instead it was seen necessary to send a LS to OMA Location and CN2 about the LDR reference number. After further investigations of the OMA-MLP specification it has been realized that there is no need for an LS about the LDR reference number. 3713 was therefore Withdrawn.

10. Any other LCS issues 

No other LCS issues were raised.


11. Next meeting 

The LCS session kindly requests some SA2 planary discussions on LCS and an additional 1-day LCS drafting session, if needed. 


12. Closing of the LCS drafting session

The chairman closed the LCS session and thanked the participants for a good meeting.
