7 Network Service Capability Features

Network service capability features are provided to the applications by service capability servers to enable access to network resources.

7.10 MBMS
Add:

The MBMS SCF addresses stage 1 requirements related to the features to support MBMS.

This SCF shal allow an application to access to MBMS related network resources. MBMS related information may be requested or provided by an OSA application and may include, but not be exclusive from MBMS information belonging to MBMS and UE availability. 
This SCF shall be able to:

· Establish the relationship between the user and the 3rd party content provider, which allows the user to receive the related MBMS multicast content;

· notify the BM-SC of the type, duration and content description of the application offered by 3rd party content provider;

· forward the specific content announcement from 3rd party content provider to BM-SC to allow users to be informed of the MBMS content available.
7.10.1 Mapping of OSA APIs

The MBMS OSA APIs can be mapped to the reference point(s) between the OSA-SCS and the BM-SC.
