MBMS Service Request Procedure

The MBMS Service Request Procedure is used by UE to request establishment of bearer resources during a session for receiving MBMS service. Only the UE that has activated an MBMS multicast service can initiate MBMS Service Request Procedure under the following cases:

· UE in RRC IDLE mode receives counting request from RNC

· UE in PMM-IDLE and RRC-Connected mode receives “MBMS PMM-Connected State Required Indication” from SRNC

· UE in RRC IDLE mode enters a new cell and discovers that target cell is providing MBMS service with ptp bearer or providing no MBMS service.

The UE establishes an RRC connection, if none exists for CS traffic.

The UE sends a MBMS Service Request Message to SGSN.
3.
The SGSN shall perform the security functions if the MS in PMM-IDLE state initiated the MBMS service request.

The SGSN provides RAN with the MBMS UE context(s) after performing MBMS UE Linking procedure with RAN.

The RNC establishes the necessary radio resources for the transfer of MBMS data to the interested UEs.
