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1. Discussion

During SA2 # 34, a new WI on the inter-working aspects for IPv4 based IMS implementations was approved (Tdoc S2-033233). It was clearly stated in the work item objectives that the purpose of the work item is to study inter-working and migration scenarios related to IPv4 based IMS implementations. The study intends to provide guidelines for operators and vendors on inter-working aspects of IPv4 based IMS implementations, and intends to provide guidelines on migrating to full scale IPv6 based IMS. 

It is the aim of this contribution to provide some requirements that need to be captured during the inter-working study.

2. IMS Ipv4/Ipv6  inter-working scenarios 

The following scenarios need to be considered  as part of the WI study:

1. How an (IPv6) IMS user can inter-work with an IPv4 SIP non IMS user

2. How an Ipv4 IMS user inter-work with an Ipv6 IMS user.  These users can be from the same or from different networks.  While the target  objective is full scale IPV6 based IMS,   during the migration phase, a mix of IPV4 and IPV6 IMS users may  coexist in the same network. 

3. How the IPv4-IPV6 inter-working takes into account IMS sessions that  have been forwarded to a potentially different IP version IMS or non IMS SIP domain.

4. How the Ipv4-Ipv6 inter-working takes into account the cases where the user has registered with multiple terminals that potentially  support different IP versions.

Proposal

It is proposed to include these scenarios in the WI study and document them in 23.881.
