	Currently within the Presence stage 2 (23.141), the Ph reference point is defined as ‘… uses capabilities defined for the Sh reference point as defined in 3GPP TS 23.002 [14] as well as the MAP interface’.  The Ph refernce point is between the HSS/HLR and the Presence Network Agent.  It is not clear why the Presence Network Agent would need to support the MAP protocol since it will also have to support the Sh-like interface that is also defined and the proposal to use MAP would result in a comparatively limited set of available service parameters compared with an Sh-like implementation.  
Further to this, the sort of events that a MAP interface may report as MAP stands now are not easily related to the true Presence events that should be reported as part of the Presence service.  In relation to subscriber privacy, a subscriber may not wish for the network (and so other watchers) to be notified when he/she attaches to a network, so Presence notifications should be limited to subscriber initiated events rather than events that are reported to the network for reasons other than for the Presence Service.

Finally the impact of a significant increase of MAP ATI, ATM and PSI messages on an HLR will significantly reduce the capacity of the device in terms of the number of subscribers that it is able to support, reducing the capacity of existing networks that implement the Ph interface using MAP.  It would seem more sensible to have a single protocol implemented on the Ph reference point, and that protocol should be one that offers the greatest level of flexibility and functionality.

Reference point HSS/HLR – Presence Network Agent (Ph)

This reference point shall allow the Presence Network Agent to query HSS/HLR about the state and status of a subscriber (associated with a presentity) from the CS Domain, GPRS and IMS perspective. 

This reference point permits the Presence Network Agent to activate and deactivate the reporting of mobility management events from the MSC/VLR and/or the SGSN and/or the IMS-specific reports from the S-CSCF.
