2 Proposal

OMA Location WG thanks 3GPP for the above liaison. On 3GPPs question “Do OMA Location WG see it necessary to develop detailed service enabler requirements and a standard for some aspects of the LCS client’s interworking with GIS and what would be the time frame for such development within OMA?”, OMA responds that work already started on defining use cases and high-level requirements in the context of its Location Architecture Overview Work Item. In there, advanced geographical services are being addressed as a necessary extension of today’s plain x/y delivery. At the same time, OMA Location WG recognizes that GIS is a sophisticated subject matter and that the specialist fora in the field should be referenced or asked for guidance instead of developing GIS on its own. 

As to the timeline, OMA cannot commit a schedule at this point of time.

OMA kindly requests to stay informed about progress of interworking with GIS inside 3GPP.
