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1. Introduction
There have been extensive discussions about services over the interworking WLAN in scenario 3 during last SA2 meetings. The discussions were mainly about how to support SMS and MMS over the WLAN. However the current version of TS23.234 does not define which kind of 3G services shall be supported in scenario 3, especially for Release 6. 
2. Discussion
In TS23.234, PS based services is defined as follows.
PS based services: Services that are usually provided by the 3GPP PS Core Network.

In TR22.934, the service aspect of scenario 3 is stated as below.

Interworking scenario 3

The goal of Scenario 3 is to make access to 3GPP system PS based services available to the user through the WLAN.  The following service requirements apply to the interworking scenario 3.

Service aspects

The services available should include all services based on 3GPP System PS domain capabilities (e.g. IMS).

The requirements for support of Location Based services via the WLAN are:
As shown above, in TR22.934 it is said that ‘The services available should include all services based on 3GPP System PS domain capabilities’ in scenario 3. However, SA2 has not focused on providing all 3G PS based services over a WLAN and it is very difficult to do so in Release 6 due to time limitation.

Also note that the LCS service is included to the services which shall be supported in scenario 3, although it is not provided by 3G PS core network. SMS over WLAN can be considered as a similar case.
3. Conclusion
The above statements lead to the following conclusions.
· We need to modify the definition of ‘3G PS based services’ in scenario 3 in order to include SMS and LCS.
· For the case that all packets to/from a WLAN UE pass through a PLMN, 3G PS services should include access to the Internet. 

· Although it is preferable to support all 3G PS based service over WLAN in some time, we need to state that which kinds of 3G PS based services over WLAN shall be supported as a minimum set in Release 6. It is because supporting some 3G PS based services (e.g. LCS, MBMS) requires additional entities and/or interfaces.
