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Discussion

During the SA1 IMS emergency session in Bangkok, where SA2 and CN1experts attended, it was clearly stated that emergency call setup over the PS domain should have similar priority mechanisms as emergency call setup in the CS domain.

Radio aspects for emergency calls have not yet been fully studied by the TR 23.867.  Such aspects may be important to ensure sufficient handling of emergency calls over ordinary services. 

In case a cell is congested, it may be necessary to give priority to establishment of new emergency calls as well as ongoing emergency calls. 

Proposal

It is proposed to add a new subclause 4.5 in TS 23.867 to cover aspects within the radio network to ensure that priority is given to PS based emergency calls.

Radio network considerations
