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1. Overall Description:

SA2 would like to thank T2 for the liaison statement and would like to report their conclusions on the two problems raised: MMS Enabled problem and MMS Capabilities problem.

MMS Enabled problem:

SA2 acknowledges the problem as raised in the LS on the need for the operator to know which terminals in their network have enabled MMS, i.e. has configured GPRS and MMS. 

An IMEI based solution could give an indication that the terminal has the possibility to support MMS and GPRS, i.e. it would somewhat improve the current situation in today’s networks. However, such a solution will not provide the correct information in all cases, e.g. devices being upgraded with an MMS client by software download or if the terminal has not been configured correctly for GPRS and MMS; but the IMEISV might give a good indication of how to correctly configure the GPRS settings.

Regarding the request of T2 to identify mechanisms other than the one described in attached T2 CR, SA2 did not have time to study, if there are possible alternative mechanisms.

SA2 sees that another functionality, Automatic Device Detection (ADD), may need similar mechanisms. It would be beneficial to study the commonalities between these functionalities in CN4 in more detail before any solutions are recommended.

MMS Capabilities problem:
SA2 very briefly discussed the problem of determining the capabilities of MMS enabled terminals, and noted that T2 consider using UAProf (OMA-UAProf-V2_0-20030520-C) and Push (WAP-235-PushOTA-20010425-a). SA2 did not have time to study the OMA specifications to determine if this is a viable solution.
