On s2-040022, it was agreed that clarifications are needed on the first three mentioned identities; the last 2 ones are related to a discussion we will have later in this meeting.

S2-040104  Clarifies the behaviour of the UE when several WLANs are available in the same area. AT&T and Intel had some objections to this contribution. The comment is based on the fact that we may not need to solve all aspects of UE behaviour within 3GPP unless it impacts the network. The document was agreed with a couple of objections. Additional contributions are expected on this topic. Objecting companies should clarify through contributions their views on this matter.

The solution proposed is suggesting to make an ID check in the AAA proxy. It was commented that this would require the AAA proxy to be stateful which may not be the case otherwise. In addition this could be solved otherwise by making the check in the home network which could actually be a better place to do that since the home is  actually responsible for authenticating the user.

There was however agreement to include the delivery of the filtering attributes from the PDG to WAG (through AAAs) as part of the tunnelling establishment procedure. In addition this delivery of attributes could be rejected by the WAG based on local policies.
