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1. Overall Description:

Following RAN #22 where document RP-030613 was Approved, which is attached, SA2 believes that this now causes a misalignment in behaviour in response to a location request between GERAN and UTRAN. The changes proposed in RP-030613 accurately represents the intention of the functional stage 2 specifications in TS 23.171 and TS 23.271. SA2 have discussed S2-040309 and is deemed technically correct but has not yet been approved. 

The intention of the functional stage 2 specifications is that the SMLC should return a location estimate, if available, regardless of whether it met the QoS requirements. If no location estimate is obtained an error cause should be sent.

It is SA2’s understanding that the specifications that no longer align are TS 03.71, TS 43.059, TS 09.31 and TS 49.031. SA2 have discussed the CR in S2-040309 to update the LCS Stage 2 for GERAN in TS 03.71 for R99. Mirror CRs for the GERAN LCS Stage 2 (TS 43.059) will be needed for R4 onwards. Corresponding stage 3 CRs will subsequently be needed to TS 09.31 and TS 49.031 to correct this misalignment.
2. Actions:

To GERAN2 group.

ACTION: 
SA2 kindly asks GERAN2 group to review and provide comments on the changes proposed in S2-040309. If the CR is acceptable, SA2 kindly asks GERAN2 to create and approve the appropriate mirror CRs to TS 43.059 (Release 4 onwards) and to the appropriate stage 3 specifications.
