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1. Introduction
This document summarizes the situations for WLAN UE to register to the 3GPP-WLAN network elements, and concludes it is not necessary to define procedures for this, then, proposes to remove this issue from a FFS list in section7.

2. Discussion
The WLAN UE registers to the 3GPP-WLAN network elements in several cases:

Scenario 2: 

In the scenario2 the only entity the UE need to register to is the 3GPP AAA server.

 3GPP AAA server
WLAN register to it for authentication, authorization and accounting.
After it is access authorized, it is under the service of the 3GPP-WLAN network, then the related authorization info update (for example, initiated by profile update), accounting, re-authentication will be necessary to the UE.
This is already defined as WLAN attachment.
Scenario 3:
1. 3GPP AAA server

Service authentication and authorization, service authorization related information and status, e.g. connected PDG, authorized W-APN.
2. PDG: 

The UE need to establish end-to-end tunnel with PDG,

With the tunnel established, it registered, with the tunnel disconnection, it de-register.
In the case of multiple tunnels, the information is also depending on the tunnel connections information.
3. WAG?  
No, the UE do not need to aware of the existence of WAG, and do not need to register to the WAG, under current work assumptions.
4. Service control entities, such as SCSF, Service-GW,
Such registrations are service level, specified by the particular service control procedures, not in the scope of 23.234.

3. Conclusion:

No necessary issues left for the subscriber registrations in the 3GPP-WLAN, the item list in the section 7, the editor’s notes should be removed.
With the s2-04143, s2-04144 the PDG requests deregistration, and 3GPP AAA Server/HLR/HSS requests deregistration, are resolved.
