Introduction

This paper proposes the resolution of the two editor notes in version 1.0.0 of TR 23.877.

2. Editor’s note in section 5.6

In 5.6 Roaming section, the editor note said only the default network Codec is used under roaming case. In order to move the editor note into the specific section, the section 5.6 needs to be modified as follow:

5.6.1
Inbound Roaming

Inbound roaming means when a subscriber roams into a VPLMN. The VPLMN should have the capability of supporting inbound roaming subscribers, i.e. the subscriber should be able to use speech-enabled services in the visited network. This functionality can be provided using traditional short code - number translation features within the VMSC.
5.6.2
Outbound Roaming

HPLMN should have the capability of supporting out-bound roaming subscribers. When a subscriber registered to the speech enabled service roams abroad, the subscriber should be able to use his/her home speech enabled services, e.g. use of CAMEL to route calls to an ASR platform in the HPLMN. 
When roaming, an ASR unit in the HPLMN cannot rely on specific functionality (eg the DSR codec) being implemented in the VPLMN. 
3. 
Why the editor note in section 7 needs to be removed

Section 7, “Impacts of Speech Recognition Improvements on IMS Domain” contains the following editor’s note:

Editor’s Note: The decision on RTP/RTCP multiplexing or frame stealing about Codec information might impact on packet transmission over IMS.

The person-to-machine /machine-to-person session between user and the ASR can be treated as normal voice call. Hence, there is no specific RTP/RTCP impact on this voice traffic that is different to that for a person-to-person IMS voice call. 

Hence the decision on RTP/RTCP multiplexing or frame stealing about Codec information should be taken as part of the ongoing IMS work between S2 and S4. Therefore, the RTP/RTCP impact on the ASR is out of scope of TR23.877 and this editor’s note should be removed.

Proposal

The above changes should be made to section 5.6 and the editor’s note in Section 7 should be removed from TR 23.877.
