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This document includes SA2 Chairman's personal notes of the TSG-SA#22 meeting, primarily focused on SA2 related issues.

General:

· 3GPP Release 6: It is expected that more accurate and reliable information on the expected Stage 3 work would be available at the March 2004 Plenary meetings and if the Stage 2 can then be considered as frozen (i.e. only Category F CRs expected) then the final freeze date can be determined. SA2 was asked to list their work items with expected impacts on the Stage 3 in order to determine the priority of early completion/freezing of the Stage 2. An "exceptions list" can then be generated for the Stage 2 completion/freeze dates, where later delivery would not entail a large amount of Stage 3 work.

· New WID on CS voice and Video: Triggered by LS from GSMA and company contributions to SA it was decided to start a new WID on CS voice and video (SP‑030788). The WID is initially under SA1 responsibility but it is expected that SA2 will work in parallel and that the responsibility of the WID is transferred to SA2 at the next SA plenary. As SA1 and SA2 meet at the same place in January it is assumed that the schedule can be arranged so that SA2 delegates can join the SA1 discussion on the WID.

· OCG EMTEL LS to SA2: The LS from OCG EMTEL (reply to 3GPP SA2 on Comments on ETSI SR 002 180 V0.3.2) that SA2 received at SA2#36 was also copied to SA. It was noted that the use of SMS (including "Priority SMS") for emergency calls is not considered adequate as it is inherently a store-and-forward service and therefore unreliable for guaranteed, urgent delivery to the emergency services. SA2 was asked to take this comment into consideration.

· LCS CRs on cell ID and SAI: SA1 and SA2 provided Release 6 CRs for the inclusion of cell ID/SAI in the signalling to Phase 1 PSAPs. SA requested that SA1, SA2 and CN CRs should also be prepared for earlier releases, as far back as reasonably possible. To ensure that there is a complete set of Stage 1, 2 and 3 CRs available at the SA#23 SA2 needs to study how far back the requirement can be implemented and inform affected groups.

· New TS to capture the overall high-level functionality and architecture impacts of Flow Based Charging: SA endorsed the SA2 proposal to allocate a new TS, under SA2 responsibility, with the understanding that the scope and title will be “overall high level functionality and architecture impacts of Flow Based Charging”.

· Early UE handling: It was agreed that TSG GERAN should check that early UE 2G to 3G handover can be done gracefully using, e.g. the UESBI Iu. The TSG GERAN Chairman agreed to take this request to TSG GERAN.

· LS on sending of serving Network Identity from SGSN to GGSN: SA2 asked SA if one or more of the R97, R98, R99 and R4 versions of the CRs should be approved. No agreement could be reached to approve any of the CRs and they were rejected.

· LS on Handling of private addressing schemes in MMS: SA2 was asked to review the WID proposal from TSG-T i.e. review the LS in SP-030749 and respond if necessary. Note that the term VPN means Virtual Private Numbering in the LS.
· Proposal for improving the accuracy of work planning: Proposals to improve the work planning was discussed, see SP-030750. It was agreed that BB/WT WIs should use a relative target date system, but it was felt important that the target date at the Feature level is fixed. Therefore, Features would need to contain a fixed Target date, and BBs and WTs below it could use the relative system with respect to other Features / BBs / WTs. TSGs and WGs were encouraged to ensure that accurate estimates were included in the Work Plan.
Comments and decisions related to the SA2 provided documents:

· Technical Reports and Specifications:
· TR 23.877v.1.0.0 (Speech Enabled Services): This TR was provided for information and was noted.
· TR 23.977v1.0.0 (Bandwidth and Resource Savings and Speech Enhancements for CS Networks): This TR was provided for information and was noted.
· TS 23.234v2.3.0 (WLAN): The TS was not approved. The reasons for not approving the TS was that it was not considered being stable enough, e.g. the open issues in chapter 7. It was also commented that although the GSMA have said they will provide input to SA WG2, the work should not be held up awaiting this and potential new requirements coming from GSMA would by itself not be a reason to delay the approval of the WLAN TS as new requirements can still be introduced when the TS is placed under change control.

· Comments on SA2 Change Requests (other CRs were approved as such):
· 23.107 CRs: The R5 and R6 CRs were approved and it was agreed to implement the R6 version of the CR. Hence an R6 version of 23.107 will be created.
· 23.228 CRs: CR#362 was revised to remove the words “or home database”. CR#367 was revised to show 24.229 in the affected specification field, it was though clarified that this does not mean that there must be an impact on 24.229 but rather a suggestion that CN should check if there is an impact or not.
· 23.271 CRs: CR#186 was not approved at this time. It is in contradiction with RAN specifications and considered to need further review by SA WG2. SA WG2 was asked to review this CR and revise it if necessary. As there were a number of non-trivial overlaps between two sets of CRs a revised CR package was provided in SP-030779, which was approved.

· Work Item Descriptions:
· Updated WID on Bandwidth and Resource savings and Speech enhancements for CS networks: The updated WID was approved.
