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1. Introduction

We believe it is necessary to start introducing conclusions in the TR regarding network- sharing functionality. These are necessary in order to let stage 3 take a more active role in studying the implementations and the proposals for different functionalities.

We believe that there is consensus concerning at least the following:

· Network sharing in Rel-6 shall support both the GWCN and the MOCN architecture


· A core network operator shall be identified by a PLMN-id instead of a completely new core network identity


· Redirection of UEs between core network nodes shall be supported in a MOCN.


· A UE in a shared network shall be registered to CS and PS domains of the same core network operator. 


· A UE shall be able to indicate which core network operator he wants to receive services from.


As for the last point, the working assumption concerning network selection was that the broadcast channel-based solution is preferred. We propose here to make this into a conclusion since there were no objections at the previous meetings.

If the drafting group can identify and conclude on more details that can be agreed to already now, the section should be updated.
