Conclusions

The full set of scenarios provided in this Technical Report has enabled a detailed examination of the requirements identified within the report. These scenarios have gone beyond the existing basic set of scenarios provided in the current stage 2 documents e.g. 3GPP TS 23.15 [2]. This examination has shown that the current stage 3 standards for TFO, OoBTC and TrFO with TFO harmonisation provide all the standardization necessary to fulfil the requirements (apart from a minor instances outlined later).  This Technical Report has also identified that architectural solutions exist for the common interworking scenarios of mobile to mobile/PSTN calls:

· which avoid or minimise the degradation of speech quality,

· provide the necessary resource savings,

· provide effective bandwidth savings.
This TR has also shown that the standardisation of additional codec framing especially for EFR over the Nb interface is of real benefit for the maintenance of quality of speech for the GSM –UMTS cases.
This TR therefore concludes that no additional major standardisation is required to achieve any further technical benefit given in the scope of the TR.
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
