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1. Overall Description

SA2 has discussed the issues involved in Domain Specific Access Control in UMTS, based on the comments and question received from RAN2(S2-040517), considering requirements and comments recieved from S1(S2-040529).

1) Combined MM procedures isseus

CS access restriction has no impact on PS services. On the other hands PS access restriction has impacts on CS services if a network supports combined MM mechanisim. The impacts however might be considered tolerable and acceptabale because the restriction is only expected to last for a temporary duration spanning over rare natural diaster situation.
Therefore SA2 recommend that RAN2 implement RAN2 CRs only and progress study on CS domain access control first in complying with SA1 requirement.

2) Domain Specific Access Control and Iu-flex

Even if Iu-flex is implemented in a network, VLR/MSC or SGSN congestion could happen because unexpected traffic volume could flow in the network in disasters because Domain Specific Access Control is effecient for running SGSN in VLR/MSC congestion and vice versa, on the other hand, Iu-flex is for reducing or avoiding VLR/MSC and SGSN congestion.

Therefore it should be necessary to study separately Domain Specific Access Control issues and Iu-flex issues.

3) Provision of Domain Specific Access Control to GERAN.

It should be noted that GERAN is not considered in the LS (including attachment) received from SA1, the LS is only addressed to RAN2 and the attachment specifically states that this functionality is considered from a UTRAN point of view only.

Therefore, SA2 recoomend that RAN2 investigate the UTRAN solution preferably in complying with SA1 requirement.

2. Actions

To RAN2;
SA2 ask RAN2 
1: to progress study on CS domain access control function preferably, not considering combined MM procedures issues;
2: to investigate separately Domain Specific Access Control issues and Iu-flex issues;

3: to study UTRAN solution preferably.
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
