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1 Overview

OMA Location WG seeking advice on length of service identity parameter.

2 Proposal

In its London Meeting (Nov 9-11, 2003), the OMA Location WG discussed whether the length of the service identity parameter (serviceid in MLP) should be specified or not, and, if it should be specified, what an appropriate length would be. It has been argued that 8 digits would be an appropriate length such that MCC (Mobile Country Code), MNC (Mobile Network Code) and serviceid together would uniquely identify a service asking for location information. Such a fixed length would be of importance to interfacing with billing centers. Other opinions were that the definition of the length of such a parameter would be better left up to roaming and service level agreements between involved parties.

3 Requested Action(s)

OMA Location WG kindly asks 3GPP SA2 LCS and 3GPP2 for their respective opinions and advice on this matter.
