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1. Introduction

The current version of the TS does not show any accounting transactions for WLAN to 3G AAA server, even though these are allowed.  This is not only important to accumulate accounting information, but is the only other transaction a Scenario 2 system might send to the HPLMN.  

This transaction will also probably contain the IP address of the UE, which should be stored at this time for maintenance and Customer Care.

2. Summary and Recommendations:

The WLAN AN sends a billing message directly to the 3G AAA Server or via a Proxy.  The 3G AAA Server will record the IP address of the UE, the address of the WLAN AN, and other maintenance information.
2. The 3G AAA Server forwards the billing information to the OCS. 
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
