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Introduction

Although it can be discussed whether there exists an explicit requirement for a user to always be registered with the same operator in both the CS and PS domain, the TR should give clear guidance of how to support this feature (which is an obvious requirement from an operator). 

At the last SA2 the conclusion was that unless any new alternative solution for this was introduced at the next meeting, the Gs approach would be accepted. This document introduces changes in the TR indicating that the Gs is the way to ensure CS/PS domain coordination for users. 

Proposed changes

The title of section 4.1 is changed to better reflect what the section handles and the text within the section is claified. The behavior of Rel-6 UEs is now said to be the same as for Rel-6 UEs in non-shared networks.

4.1 CS and PS domain registration coordination

In networks without network sharing a UE is always served by the same CN operator for PS and CS domains. This behaviour should continue in networks that are shared.
The Gs interface may be configured to guarantee that the same CN operator serves the subscriber in both the CS and PS domains for pre-R6 UEs. For GWCN the Gs messages indicate that the CN operator that already serves the user in the PS domain shall serve the user in the CS domain. For MOCN it is sufficient to configure the Gs interface since in this scenario the Gs is configured between nodes belonging to the same CN operator.
The behavior of Rel-6 UEs in a shared network with respect to CS and PS domain registration coordination should be the same as for Rel-6 UEs in non-shared network.  The Gs interface may thus be used to reduce the time until a UE is attached to CS and PS domains and to ensure or support the selection of the same operator for both domains.
