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1. Overall Description:

In general, SA4 recommends using RTCP in clients that support the PS Conversational Multimedia Applications. RTCP is required for instance to synchronise multiple media streams, and in multiparty RTP sessions. However, for a point to point voice only service, RTCP is not always required.

For a point to point voice only service, SA4 recommends that clients should not use RTCP. This is done by clients requesting from RTP senders not to send RTCP. The required signalling uses the SDP bandwidth modifier in RFC 3556, and may therefore be understood also by non 3GPP endpoints.

This application level solution solves Voice over IMS RTCP usage problems only for point to point voice only service. However as RTCP removal is not possible for other voice service scenarios, SA4 would like SA2 and the RAN groups to continue to work on solutions for efficient transport of RTCP packets. Radio bearers optimised for AMR and AMR-WB encoded voice with and without RTCP should be provided.

2. Actions:
