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I. Background
In order to support ADD feature in R6, a contribution (S2-041016) was agreed to describe how to send the IMEISV of the UE up to the HLR. Please note that all the corresponding CR for CN specifications have been deferred to CN4 in order to be reviewed.

However, even if this information is available in the HLR, there is still missing an ADD interface to describe how the IMEISV could be retrieved by an entity.
For example, an MMSC might want to get the IMEISV to check if the UE is MMS enabled. If this interface is not standardised, it would create interworking issues between entities from different vendors who has different implementations.

At last CN plenary, it was highlighted that the ADD feature was incomplete without that interface and that it was SA2 responsibility to give some guidance on the way forward.
As it is CN4 responsibility to work on such an interface, it is proposed that SA2 sends an LS to CN4 asking to work on standardizing that interface. It may also be discussed if the retrieving entity shall be defined or generic. A draft LS is given below.
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1. Overall Description:

SA2 would like to inform CN4 that, following discussions that took place in last CN plenary, SA2 felt that there was a need to standardize an interface allowing an entity supporting the ADD feature to retrieve the IMEISV stored in the HLR. 
As a guidance, SA2 would like to highlight the two following points:

- the MAP message, Any Time Interrogation (ATI) is already available to retrieve the IMEISV from the HLR and could be used for the ADD feature;

- there is already a MAP interface used between the MMSC (entity which may use the ADD feature) to get the IMSI from the HLR (using the MAP message SRI for SM).

As a first analysis, MAP appears to be an interesting candidate for this interface.
However, this is just for information, and CN4 should consider all potential solutions to use for this interface
SA2 would also like to highlight that this interface may be inter-PLMN depending on which entity is involved in IMEI retrieval.
