Summary of drafting session discussions

1. Revised versions of two documents previously discussed in the SA2 Plenary.

1501 Agreed

1502 it was agreed to reuse the text in the LS to CN1 (1584)
2.  Documents that could not be tabled during the Tuesday SA2 plenary agenda.

1351 Not agreed (congestion in wide and narrow areas intended for section 4)

1354 Not agreed (Core Nodes Failure proposed text for section 4).  

However section 2 of 1354 contains an overview of Core Nodes failure.

Improved versions of 1351 and 1354 could be submitted at next meeting
1355 It was agreed to rewrite the 2 proposed subclauses and to circulate the new text.  This being intended for section 5.3 of the TR. ( 1582 (1605
1400 from Vodafone, recovery from overlaod situations: parts of this document will be included in the LS to RAN2 and CN1 (see 1583)

1501 and 1605 were both agreed as potential proposed text for TR 23.898 (sub clauses 5.2 and 5.3)

Two outgoing LS were produced and are presented for approval at the SA2 Plenary.  
These are included in 1583 and 1584.

1583 Reply LS to RAN2 (cc CN1) on CN domain specific access control.
This LS was build from elements of Tdoc 1500 and 1400.

Document 1501 is attached to the LS.

1584 LS to CN1 (cc RAN2) on Domain Specific Access Control
This LS was build from elements of Tdoc 1502 and 1580.

It contains 2 proposed solutions for which CN1 is asked to provide guidance.

CN1 is also asked to check the current UE behaviour with respect to 24.008 and asked to propose possible clarifications.
Summary of discussions in SA2 plenary
Some Delegates at the plenary commented about some Drafting session mishandling of documents, consequently the following changes were approved.

1581 (that only provided for information) will be withdrawn.

1585 will be revised to reflect the SA2 corrections.

The two revised versions of TR 23.898 in Tdocs 1499 and 1599 will be withdrawn.
TR 23.898 v 0.1.0 will be implemented by the Rapporteur only after 1501 and 1605 are approved following their email approval procedure.

Modifications required for Reply LS (1583) to RAN2 and LS (1584) to CN1
The required changes are:
· Remove the attachment in 1501 in 1583
· Revise text in 1584

The revised versions of 1583 ( 1685 and 1584 ( 1686 
1685 and 1686 were preapproved in the SA2 plenary.
It was remarked that Tdoc 1503 that consisted in adding the names of the two ACBOP WID Rapporteurs was not tabled during the drafting session, however the SA2 chairman accepted to approve it in the Plenary after some revision (see 1658)

The updated ACBOP WID will be provided in SA#24.
1499 TR 23.898 v 0.0.0 was based on the SA2 approved skeleton (1350) and consisted in of the scope and © date as requested by the SA2 plenary.

1599 TR 23.898 v 0.0.1 based on 1499 includes the agreed text proposed in 1501 and 1605 into sections 5.2 (1501) and 5.3 (1605).

However these documents are not acceptable for SA2 prior to email approval of 1501 and 1605.

Consequently the 2 document will need to be withdrawn, and 1501 and 1605 will need to be effectively be sent for e-mail approval.
