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Summary

· 11 CRs were agreed by the WLAN Drafting Group, and 7 could not be addressed in the WLAN Drafting Session due to a lack of time or because they were not available on time;

· 4 Liaison Statements are proposed to be sent:

· one to GSMA to state that we are taking into account their requirement for per-user charging in the VPLMN;

· one to SA1 to ask for clarifications on requirements for local services and for network selection;

· one to SA1 to ask whether the entities we define must be barred to other accesses than I-WLANs;

· one to SA3 to ask if the IP versions used at tunnel establishment may have impacts on the use of IPsec.

· Annex D (on SMS) has been updated with information flows for registration and de-registration;

· Clarifications have been made on Wd and Wm reference points, as well as on WLAN UE initiated disconnection procedures;

· The User Profile was updated;

· Per-user charging in the VPLMN was clarified;

· WLAN UE classes have been removed from TS 23.234;

· The use of SLF was clarified;

· Provision of local services directly from the WLAN AN is still not clear; in particular it was questioned whether this was within our scope or not; a Liaison Statement was sent to SA1 on this issue as well as on the issue of network selection;

· In the case where the Gn' interface is used, it was agreed that the NSAPI would be allocated by the TTG; this solves the last identified issue before making annex F normative; the group therefore agreed to make this annex normative, although 2 companies still objected (Nokia, Lucent);

· Some CRs need to be merged, mainly due to the CR#30 that impacts the whole TS 23.234 in many places.

S2-041707 was not addressed as there was no action to SA2.

In S2-041719, SA1 required that in the case of manual selection, only the list of PLMNs is shown to the user. Following this incoming LS, the current working assumption in SA2 is that at manual selection, the network selection is based on the list of connected PLMNs, rather than on the SSIDs. It was underlined that the last two bullet points in this LS are not currently satisfied by TS 23.234. Contributions are invited on these points.
Different companies in SA2 did not have the same understanding on this issue. Samsung, Nortel and T-Mobile saw an architectural issue with this requirement regarding to provision of local services directly from the WLAN AN. In fact, if the user has no way to chose the hot spot itself based on its identity, then it makes less sense to define access to local services in 3GPP specification. A Liaison Statement back to SA1was proposed by Samsung to ask for clarifications on the requirement of local service definition and the interaction with the requirement not to use the hot spot identity at manual network selection. This Liaison Statement was addressed in s2-041844, revised to s2-041845.
Meanwhile, RIM proposed a different LS, in which they informed CN1 that SA2 was taking into account the requirement from SA1. This proposed answer can be found in s2-041838, revised to s2-041861.

Finally, a compromise could be found by taking inputs from these 2 proposals in a Liaison Statement back to SA1, asking for clarifications on the different requirements. This merged proposed LS is in s2-042218.

The principle of s2-042218 was agreed, however editorial modifications were needed so it was revised in s2-042232, which has to be addressed in the closing plenary session.

In S2-041721, T2 indicated that the SMS solution is correctly documented in TS 23.234. Hence the understanding of the SA2 WLAN Drafting Session is that contributions are no longer necessary on this issue. The MMS part of this LS was not addressed as SA2 sent a more recent LS to T2 on this issue in the last meeting (Shenzhen). This incoming LS was noted.

S2-041717 was identified as having no impact on SA2 work and was noted.

In 1752, SA1 endorse the requirement from GSMA to identify the user in the VPLMN. This was already the understanding of SA2 but it is now clearer as it directly comes from SA1. This LS was noted.

In s2-041724, no specific requirement was provided by SA5 on which identifier has to be used. This Liaison Statement was noted.
In s2-041817, NTT DoCoMo stated that no reliable user identifier could be provided by the user to the WAG if the WAG does not decrypt the packets. However this is not a charging issue as the charging identifier does not have to be transported in the user's packets but can be transported by the AAA signaling. Therefore this contribution was not approved.

S2-041819 proposed to add in TS 23.234 the information on how the User Identifier is transported to the VPLMN (3GPP AAA Proxy). The proposal is to correlate the tunnel identifier and the user identifier in the PDG, and to let the PDG provide this information to the 3GPP AAA Server/Proxy. In s2-041809 and s2-041810, it was proposed to add process for policy enforcement information delivery between the 3GPPP AAA Server and the WAG before tunnel establishment as an optional step. The principle was agreed, however the CR in s2-041810 did not clearly indicate that the procedure was optional and in which case it could be applied. Hence it was revised to s2-041839.
S2-041839 needed to be revised again, to s2-042226.
S2-042226 needs to be addressed in the closing plenary session as there was no time to address this one in the WLAN Drafting Session.

S2-041814 proposed to make optional the possibility for the 3GPP AAA Server to check during tunnel establishment that the WLAN UE is already access authorized. In addition, this check may optionally be based on the user’s subscription data, thus allowing or permitting access to certain services from certain access systems. However this proposal included some questions to SA3 that were not agreed by the groupe, so it was revised to s2-042228, which needs to be addressed in the closing plenary session due to a lack of time in the WLAN Drafting Session.

In this one, Samsung, Nortel and T-Mobile saw an architectural issue with the SA1 requirement regarding to provision of local services directly from the WLAN AN. In fact, if the user has no way to chose the hot spot itself based on its identity, then it makes less sense to define access to local services in 3GPP specification. This Liaison Statement back to SA1 was therefore proposed by Samsung to ask for clarifications on the requirement of local service definition and the interaction with the requirement not to use the hot spot identity at manual network selection. This Liaison Statement was revised to s2-041845.
S2-041845 was taken as an input to the compromise LS to be found in s2-042218.

S2-042218 was the result of a compromise found by taking inputs from these 2 proposals (s2-041861 and s2-041845) in a Liaison Statement back to SA1, asking for clarifications on the different requirements. The principle of s2-042218 was agreed, however editorial modifications were needed so it was revised in s2-042232.

S2-042232 has to be addressed in the closing plenary session.

S2-041840 was the Liaison Statement to SA1 that was agreed following the discussion on s2-041814 (see item 5). This Liaison Statement had to be sent to SA1 to see if it is in the scope of our Work Item to allow tunnel establishment without scenario 2 authentication. However this proposal included some questions to SA3 that were not agreed by the groupe, so it was revised to s2-042228.

S2-042228 will be submitted to the closing plenary session.

S2-041848 was the Liaison Statement to be sent following the discussion on s2-041847 (see item 9). It is asked to SA3 whether IPsec tunnels can work when different IP versions are used for the local IP address of the WLAN UE and for the IP address of the PDG. This LS was revised to s2-042229.

S2-042229 will be submitted to the closing plenary session.
