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1 Introduction
Contribution S2-042073 proposes to reference the work from TR 23.981 in TS 23.221 (CR48). With this change in TS 23.221, the introduction part of TR 23.981 requires some modification, as now TR 23.221 already identifies the existence of early IPv4 based IMS implementations.
Obviously, the proposal in this contribution depends on the approval of CR48 or a revision.
2 Proposal

It is proposed to modify the introduction of TR 23.981 as follows:

Introduction

3GPP specifications design the IMS to use exclusively IPv6, however, early IMS implementations and deployments may use IPv4, as specified in clause 5.1 of TS 23.221[3]. Therefore it is understood that there will exist IPv4 based IMS implementations, namely initial IMS implementations and IMS implementations based on 3GPP2 specifications. This is the motivation to study interworking and migration scenarios related to IPv4 based IMS implementations.
