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1. Overall Description:

SA2 thanks T2 and CN1 for their liaison statements on resolution of SIP-based addresses. The topic was discussed at SA2#40, and SA2 would like to bring the following comments to the attention of T2:
Within the home network, the Sh reference point towards the HSS allows an IMS Application Server to retrieve the MSISDN of an IMS subscriber, which is identified by its public user identity. If DNS is sufficient to route the multimedia message towards the home network, then this may provide a solution to the question raised by T2.
SA2 understands that there is architectural work to be done in this area, as the current MMS architecture uses SMTP on the interconnect, while IMS uses SIP at the interconnect.
SA2 would also like to know, whether T2 intends to provide IMS based mechanisms to notify the UE about reception of the MMS.
