In particular the SBLP and Gq related documents were not handled in the drafting, but in SA plenary instead. Thanks to the good work of all delegates the meeting proceeded efficiently and approved a large number of CRs. 
It was identified that there are still open issues in TS 23.125, namely

· CRF/AF discovery;

· How a termination action can lead to bearer removal;
· Relationship between charging key and charging rule based functions.

Also note that there are a number of cases where CRs affect the same subclause, but they do not overlap.
