Summary

· 17 CRs were agreed, and 4 need to be discussed in the closing plenary session due to a lack of time in the WLAN Drafting Session.

· One proposed LS needs to be discussed in the closing plenary session.

· It was agreed that one tunnel per W-APN was needed, even in the case of different W-APNs being served by the same PDG.

· In the case of manual network selection, it was identified that we have currently no way to provide the full list of available PLMNs in cases where the HPLMN is directly connected to the WLAN AN. However no solution has been found to solve this issue.

· It was clarified that in R6, IMS over WLAN is provided without QoS and charging correlation when the PDG is used.

· A few charging issues were clarified. It was agreed that these issues should be addressed by SA5.
· A number of other clarifications were made in TS 23.234.

In S2-041746, it was understood by SA2 that 3GPP should not make any modification on existing standards on the MAC layer. However, Layer 3 of WLAN Access Networks is not standardised by any other SDO than 3GPP, so SA2 understands that the LS does not apply to this layer. With this clarification, the LS was noted.
S2-042416 did not have any action to SA2 and was noted.
S2-041748 refers to CR#004 on TS 22.234. However it must be noted that this CR was revised by SA since this LS was sent by SA1. The approved version (CR#004r1) can be found in SP‑040475. It was agreed that no text from 22.234 should be duplicated in 23.234. This will be taken into account when discussing CRs on network selection. This LS was noted.

S2-042801 proposed that SA2 ask CN4 to explicitly indicate to the HSS that the reason for disconnecting the user is 'out of credit'. However this conclusion was not agreed by the WLAN Drafting Group. This document was hence revised to s2-042511.
