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1 Introduction

This contribution presents some scenarios in which SCUDIF is needed over ISUP. This is a supplementary contribution to S2-043132.
2 Scenarios

2.1 Scenario 1: B user under R99 MSC while receiving the call
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The user A initiates a CS video/speech call with the capability for the SCUDIF based service change.

In MSC server a fallback to the primary service is proceeded before the call setup to R99 MSC is forwarded.

The user initiated service change during the call is not possible.

In case the primary service has been CS video, the call setup will fail in case the user B is outside the CS video coverage or if the user B does not accept the CS video call. No fallback to speech possible during the call setup.

In case the primary service has been speech, the call will continue as a normal speech call.

2.2 Scenario 2: Handover from SCUDIF MSC server to R99 MSC during a SCUDIF call

The SCUDIF call is setup while both users are under a SCUDIF MSC server.

During the call there is an inter-MSC handover towards a R99 MSC. 

The call is maintained as a CS video or a speech call, depending on, which service was active when the inter-MSC handover was started.

The user initiated service change is not possible after the handover to R99 MSC server.
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
