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1. Overall

In the WI of E2E QoS Enhancements, the improved end-to-end QoS is considered in case of interworking with IP network domains. It is necessary to study the case, in which there is an IP network in the PS core network. In this case, if there is a BCF controlling resource of the IP network, PDF should exchange information with the BCF in order to improve the end-to-end QoS.
