For progressing E2E QoS study, it is necessary to clarify what are issues and what should be solved. Therefore we propose following descriptions concerning issues to be added to TR23.802.

Issues of connection models 

In UE-UE connection via backbone IP networks with on-path QoS signaling, all the routers in backbone IP network may not perform QoS control, meaning that QoS in backbone IP networks isn’t always guaranteed. 
Whereas with off-path QoS signaling, BCF is responsible for QoS provisioning. Per session off-path signaling increases the overall signalling load but it does ensure QoS in backbone IP network for that session. Other forms of off-path signalling (e.g. bundling similar sessions together) may not be able to ensure QoS in backbone IP network for individual sessions. Regarding interactions between PDF and BCF, they are not identified in current specifications. Therefore it is meaningful to clarify the interactions and to investigate its efficiency.
