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1. Discussion

From now, SMS are subject to legal interception. Depending on the domain that is used for the SMS delivery (CS or PS), SGSN nodes or MSC nodes are in charge to interface with the Interception Management node and to deliver SMS header or whole SMS content (depending on national regulation) to the Interception Delivery Node.

The architecture for the IP SMS gateway is not finalized, but 2 main options can be considered:

· Else the IP SMS gateway is integrated in IMS environment as an application server. In this case the IMS interception architecture as defined in 3GPP TS 33.207 applies and the P-CSCF/S-CSCF will naturally ensure the delivery of SIP messages to the Interception Delivery node.

· Else the IP SMS gateway is not integrated in IMS environment and in this case, it will have to interface by itself to the Interception Delivery node

2. Proposal
It is proposed to make the following additions to the TR23.804 technical report.

6. Security aspects

SMS (depending on national regulation) are subject to legal interception.

Depending on the architecture that will be adopted for the IP SMS gateway, there will be a need or not to define interfaces for this IP SMS gateway with the Interception Management and Delivery nodes.

· If the IP SMS gateway is integrated in IMS architecture (AS application), the P-CSCF/S-CSCF will naturally ensure these  interfaces 
· If the IP SMS gateway is not integrated in IMS architecture, it will have to ensure by itself these interfaces to the Interception Management and Delivery nodes
