Requirements on the Architecture

Personal Area Networks
The AIPN should support the Personal Area Networks. Since multiple devices and/or multiple communication devices are able to communicate each other by recent small network technologies, the AIPN should provide services to any devices that have been authenticated with the USIM. Refer to 3GPP TR 22.978 [x] for use cases of Personal Area Networks. The Personal Area Network shall be designed on AIPN architecture with the following aspects taking into account.
· The PAN always belongs to a subscriber (USIM).

· There should not be any impacts to subscription profile in case UE configures a PAN.
· AIPN shall authenticate service request from any devices which belongs to a subscriber (USIM).
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
