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1. Introduction

This contribution discusses and proposes a change of abbreviation to the PCCN to PCRF.

2. Discussion

The current abbreviation of the merged PDF and CRF functions into one node is PCCN, which stands for Policy and Charging Control Node. However in many instances a node is interpreted as the actual product as an example consider the case where the interfaces Gx and Gy are merged i.e. two functions are merged to be provided by one node. In PCC it is assumed that relevant functions from PDF and the CRF are merged into the PCCN i.e. the PCCN provides with policy control and flow based charging functions. Hence the use of node in the abbreviation should be avoided.

Further as specified in the FBC TS 23.125 it is a requirement that the OCS shall strictly control rating decisions and hence the PCCN cannot be a Charging Control Node. Therefore it is suggested that the use of Charging Control is not used for an element such as the PCCN that encompasses policy control and flow based charging functionality.

3. Proposal

Based on the discussion above Ericsson proposes that the abbreviation PCCN is changed to PCRF (Policy control and Charging Rules Function). If  SA2 agrees with the proposal Ericsson suggests that the rapporteur of the TR implements the change in the TR 23.803.
