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Given the recommendation from CN1 that SA2 provide only architectural requirements for CSI phase 1, it is proposed to reply back to CN1 acknowledging this recommendation and directing CN1 to TS 23.279 where the architectural requirements are documented. In addition the proposed reply clarifies the timing and general nature of the UE capability and exchange mechanism both CS and SIP based..

------------------- Proposed answer back to CN1:
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1. Overall Description:

SA2 thanks CN1 for their LS reply (N1-050384) on protocol aspects for CSI, which was very useful to progress the architectural requirements for CSI in TS 23.279. 

SA2 would like to inform CN1 that the current CSI phase1 architecture can be found in the attached TS 23.279.  

SA2 have determined that in order to satisfy the CSI requirements certain UE capability information needs to be exchanged between CSI end points. Details of the precise UE capability information to be exchanged can be found in TS 23.279.
Note: The need to exchange additional information may be found during the development of CSI, in stage 2 or 3.
SA2 consider that for CSI phase 1 UE capability information of a static or at least less dynamic nature could be cached in the UE. In this case the CSI capability detection and exchange mechanism would not need to be linked to CSI session initiation.

To cover the case when information has not been cached (e.g. party B not in phonebook) or is of a dynamic (per call) nature, CSI capability detection and exchange at IMS session initiation is also required.

UE capability information of a dynamic (per call) nature is also to be exchanged as part of CS call setup.

For the purpose of CSI service indication and for future interworking with VoIP the protocol should allow that the UE capabilities exchanged in SIP can be read by IMS core nodes.

2. Actions

SA2 requests CN1 to develop stage 3 specifications to meet the architectural requirements of CSI phase 1 as specified in 23.279.
