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1. Overall Description:

SA2 would like to thank SA5 for their LS and make the following clarifications.

The TS 23.125 specifies that there is one TPF/CRF dialogue per user and IP network connection (i.e. per IP address allocated to the user) with a unique identity. For one IP network connection (or IP address) the user may have multiple PDP contexts activated. 

Note further that the charging rules that are provided by the CRF over the Gx reference point is on a per pdp context basis and that each charging rule has a unique charging rule identifier within a TPF and CRF dialogue.

It is the understanding of SA2 that CT3 has implemented the TS 23.125 for the Gx interface in TS 29.210 in such a way that a Diameter sub-session is associated with a PDP context and that this is the way to fulfil the SA2 requirements in this regards.

Further SA2 would like to clarify that what is important is that these interfaces (Gx and Gy) are correctly specified in Release 6 as stand-alone ones, the merger is not critical. Hence upon implementation problems of Gx over Gy this interface shall have lower priority and it is acceptable that it is not included in Release 6 as long as Gx and Gy as stand-alone interfaces are finalized in a Release 6 context.

On Credit Management the Release 6 TS 23.125 specifies “The TPF shall support credit management on a per bearer basis.” and SA2 notes that this can be achieved with the use of the Diameter main session only. SA2 also notes that the Diameter main session will correspond to the IP network connection for non-GPRS IP-CANs. SA5 is kindly asked to consider whether multiple Diameter main sessions for the same IP network connection, for GPRS access, might be a disturbing difference, compared to other IP-CANs.

Note that the SA2 specifications are functionally frozen from a Release 6 point of view.
