Routing Selection Decision
Since the model here is voice call continuity, it is assumed that all calls of interest are generated by the originator dialing a telephone number and not entering a SIP URI at an IMS terminal.  To allow interworking of voice services, such as, call waiting, the UE will be active for basic voice services in only 1 domain (either the CS domain or the IMS domain) even though the UE may be registered in both domains.  The PSTN will route the telephone number to either a CS domain destination (MSC or GMSC) or an IMS domain destination (MGCF).   If the user is registered in a GSM domain and the destination of the telephone number is a GSM domain, standard GSM procedures for locating the user will be followed.  Similarly, if the user is registered for voice service in an IMS domain and the destination of the telephone number is an IMS domain, standard IMS procedures for locating the user can be followed.  

When the user is registered in the opposite domain, there needs to be a mechanism to allow the call to be correctly terminated.  Since there is no direct linkage between a SIP IMS Registration at an S-CSCF and the GSM registration at an MSC, the MMCF will provide the linkage between the CS and IMS domains at registration.  This will allow the GMSC to route a  call to an MGCF for termination in the IMS domain and the MGCF to route a call to an MSC for termination in the CS domain.
