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Very Brief Notes on the teleconference

1) Participation

2) Review/modify/agree agenda

This was accepted.

3) Allocation of documents to agenda items 

As well as documents from the SA 2 meeting in Beijing, Alcatel, Nortel, Huawei and Vodafone provided new documents and Lucent revised the comparison table. 

The contribution from Huawei was not discussed because (perhaps due to the timing of the conference call) no delegate from Huawei was present.

4) Discussion

It was agreed that the “RAN centric” and “CN centric” terminology was confusing and that it would be preferable to separate the discussion into:

a) where to decide that load re-balancing should be performed, and

b) how to perform the re-routeing.

Additional topics that need to be considered are:

c) what happens in Network Mode of Operation 1 (ie with the Gs interface in use) and

d) how to route the ‘context retrieval request’ from the new CN node to the old CN node.

There was agreement that we should try to solve how to smoothly move a long lived non-real time PDP context. However, there was no agreement on adding functionality to smoothly move long lived PS domain real time PDP contexts.

The Vodafone document highlighted the fact that Periodic “Location” Updates are not sent on the Gs interface. In addition it proposed that ‘non-broadcast’ LAIs and RAIs could be used for routeing between CN nodes, and, by sending them in LA/RA update accept messages, to prompt mobiles to immediately re-perform an LA/RA update which the RAN node could route to a new CN node.

5) Future work 'plan'

Try to reach a final decision in SA 2 in Athens. A joint drafting session with interested people from RAN 3/2 was seen as useful – possibly in an evening.

6) AoB

The convenor thanked the participants. Good progress had been achieved in increasing understanding of the issues and the advantages/problems with different potential solutions.
