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1. Overall Description:

SA2 thanks SA3 for the LS on detecting the start of a WLAN Direct IP Access session based on Wa/Wd Accounting Messages. As a result of the LS the attached CR against TS 23.234 was agreed in SA2.

SA2's view is if a new WLAN Direct IP Access session is started (detected based on the accounting start message) when there is another ongoing session then the new session should be considered the valid session and the old session shall be terminated. SA2 has not able to identify any case when the new session should be considered a fraudulent one. SA2's understanding is that the new session cannot be fraudulent, since it has been validated via EAP authentication. SA2 would like to know whether its understanding is correct. If it is not correct then SA2 kindly asks SA3 to provide detailed explanation for SA2 and guidance whether any further change in TS 23.234 is needed.
