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1. Overall Description:

SA1 confirms that the immediate purging of a user from a I-WLAN, driven by the 3GPP network, is a mandatory requirement. This is reflected in the current SA1 specifications (namely section 4.4 of TS 22.105, and section 5.1.4 of TS 22.324).

SA1 does not express any preference about the mechanisms and the protocols required to fulfil the requirement.
In relation to the request to clarify in detail if and how 3GPP puts mandates on WLAN ANs, it is SA1s understanding that a WLAN AN will need to meet a specific set of requirements in order to interoperate with the 3GPP system. SA1 understands that not all WLAN AN’s may meet these requirements.
