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1. Overall Description:

SA2 thanks CT4 for the LS for clarification of SA2 requirement on Presence.
SA2 have discussed issues, and concluded that the SA1 requirements adopted in the CT4 LS are correctely reflected in the stage2 TS 23.141:the presence attributes and information model are defined in section 6 to describe the presentity.
In specific to the I-WLAN case, the 3GPP WLAN Access status is presence information to PNA as resources from the PLMN to help construct the presentity tuple and the value of attributes in the tuples.  It is generic to the for communication means over the 3GPP WLAN access, e.g. for the applications over the I-WLAN bear, which their contact address (e.g. MSISDN for the SMSIP, IMPU for IMS etc.) are not specific to 3GPP WLAN access, not necessary to be provided to the PNA over the 3GPP WLAN Access specific presence information interfaces. 

In the case of the communication specific to the 3GPP WLAN Access, e.g. some communications means based on the remote IP address of the WLAN UE, the remote IP address of the WLAN UE as well as the related 3GPP WLAN Access status information need to be send to PNA, then will be carried in proper presence tuples dedicated to this particular communications means and contact address, may be with deferent values based on subscription authorization lists as defined in 6.1.2.
