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1. Overall Description:

ETSI has specified that in a SIM-less case, the IMEI of the UE should be presented to the PSAP.  This is done by prefixing the IMEI with the digits 112, which will signal the PSAP that it is a non-dialable call back number.  

Currently, there is a CR under discussion for 3GPP TS 23.271 (S2-051155), which proposes a standard format of the non-dialable callback number, with which the UE is identified. According to that proposal the MAP MSISDN parameter shall contain the digits 112 plus the seven last digits of IMEI, as it is done today for the American E911.
However, if the PSAP wishes to query the GMLC for the location, this form of the identity needs to be supported in TS102.164 (MSISDN parameter), otherwise the GMLC will not be able to identify the proper mobile to locate.
