6.2.x Originating Domain Selection

The UE can be registered to both domains and may choose to originate a voice call (or session) via either CS or IMS domain. The following outlines principles on UE origination.

· If the UE is idle, and subject to operator and user preferences, the UE may select either domain to originate a voice call.
· If the UE has an ongoing CS domain voice call, and the user wants to originate an additional voice call, then the UE should use the CS domain for that additional voice call.

· If the UE has an ongoing IMS domain voice session, and the user wants to originate an additional voice call, then the UE should use the IMS domain for the additional voice call. 
· To the extent feasible, it is desirable to support flexible domain selection for originating additional calls.
